Seminar
Purpose: To approach flight with the knowledge necessary for an exciting, enjoyable and highly interactive experience flying an aircraft.
Description:  Destination Aviation Seminar prepares you like no other program to have the confidence, knowledge and attitude to safely approach that first flight in the left seat of an aircraft. The seminar begins on Friday evening with an introduction and flight simulator instruction. On Saturday you will really get your feet wet with aerodynamics, aircraft systems, controls, instruments and more simulator work to reinforce learned concepts plus lots of discussion and “hangar” flying. Essentially a condensed version of our week long summer camp for kids 11 to 18 , the curriculum is fast paced but down to earth for the non-aviator. Sunday is flight day and after a preflight you will settle in the left seat of an aircraft and with your flight instructor in the right (dual controls of course) put into real time all the knowledge and simulated flight practice. Unfortunately for some, a first flight can be overwhelming and even scary - but with your preparation you will be excited and maybe nervous but you will have control of the situation and the aircraft. This is what makes the seminar such a great way to Experience Aviation. 
Enrollment:  Enrollments are limited and prior registration is required. Participants may commute, bunk for the night in the Tom Davis Education Center at no charge or stay at the Hilton Garden Inn at a low special rate. You will need to bring a government issued picture ID (drivers license) and passport or birth certificate (Homeland Security) to fly. 
Food:   We provide breakfast, snacks and lunch. Dinner is not provided but we will provide transportation to a local restaurant and perhaps a little sight seeing or shopping before returning to hotel or Davis Center.
Transportation:   You can fly DIRECTAIR in to Lakeland (KLAL) or other airline to Tampa airport (TPA) and we can pick you up (nominal charge). For an extended family vacation package you may wish to lease a car.  Transportation to and from Hilton Garden Inn to our campus is free.
Davis Center Lodging:  We provide each resident at the Davis center a lock trunk for personal items. The dorm room is open but not primitive with hot showers and toilets adjacent.
Dress:  Participants will be most comfortable in casual clothing, and sneakers.  Please – no open toed shoes.
Safety:  Our campus is adjacent to Lakeland Linder Regional Airport and participants must be aware that aircraft are all around our campus and must follow all proper safety instructions.
